From Interstate 84 East (from West Hartford, Farmington, etc.)

From Interstate 91 North or South:Take Exit 32-B (Trumbull St.). At
bottom of ramp, turn left onto Market St.
Take third left onto Talcott St., then first left into Garage entrance.
No Motorcycle Policy

CREDIT COURSE REFUND POLICY

(Extension Fund Credit & Equivalent Non-Credit Developmental
Courses). When the College cancels a course, the student has the option
of transferring into another course within the same semester, or request-
ing a refund. Refunds are issued within 4 to 6 weeks. When a student
drops a course by the last regular business day of the college before the
first meeting of the course, a full refund will be processed, except for the
fees and non-refundable $20 application fee for credit courses. To drop
a course, contact the Office of Continuing Education at 860-9065130.
Full or partial refunds are not issued after the last regular business day
of the college before the first meeting of the course. A student may of-
ficially withdraw from a credit course any time after the first scheduled
class, but before the end of the last day of class. The final examination
day is not considered as a class day. Refunds are not

issued to students who withdraw. To initiate the withdrawal process, or
for more information, contact the Counseling Office at 860-906-5040.
